Things are really start-
ing to  happen in Eagle 
Lake.  The City Coun-
cil has been working 
hard to follow through 
on planning that has 
taken place in past 
years.  Although there 
have been some set-
backs, things are look-
ing very good and I am 
excited to be a part of 
some of the upcoming 
projects.   

The Construction of the 
new Eagle Lake Public 
Works building is un-
derway on LeRay Ave-
nue.  This building will 
provide storage space 
for the City’s trucks 

and equipment as well 
as office space for the 
Public Works employ-
ees.  The building will 
be constructed with 
precast concrete wall 
panels that are ex-
tremely durable and 
will service the City’s 
needs in the decades to 
come.   

Our new City Hall 
building is expected to 
begin construction this 
fall and should be open 
in the Spring of 2009.  
This building will pro-
vide adequate office 
space for the adminis-
trative staff and police 
department.  The city 
has out grown past of-
fice space and has been 

in need of a permanent 
home that can be util-
ized for community 
events.  The building 
will utilize ground 
source heating, precast 
concrete wall panels 
and other energy effi-
cient features in an ef-
fort to minimize long-
term costs.  The Coun-
cil expects the building 
to be a positive reflec-
tion  of our community.

School Parking—The Police Depart-
ment would like to remind you to 
watch where you park when picking up  
children from school.  If the curb is 
painted yellow, it is illegal to park 
there.  Parking in these areas will not 
be allowed.  The yellow curb is there to 
protect the children and allow them 
direct visibility when crossing the 
street.  If cars are parked to close to the 

cross walk, children can not safely 
cross and oncoming traffic can not see 
the children.  PLEASE DO NOT 
PARK IN THE YELLOW!  

Project Child Safe is a program that 
provides free gun safety locks that 
should be placed on all guns.  The po-
lice department has a large quantity of 
locks to fit almost any handgun or shot-
gun.  We encourage anyone with guns 
to come in and pick up locks.

Another feature that is 
planned is a community garden space 
where residents

time to get started for next years’ grow-
ing season. 

The council is also happy to have re-
ceived a grant in excess of $100,000 to 
construct sidewalks and promote “Safe 
Routes to School”.  Our school is an 
important asset for the City and is 

highly regarded in District 77.  A sub-
stantial addition to the school is cur-
rently being designed and will provide 
additional classrooms and support in 
our area. 

Another grant received will help resi-
dents upgrade their homes.  The grant 
of $294,000 is being administered by 
MVAC and is intended to help at least 
13 homeowners improve their proper-
ties.  Contact City Hall if you have 
questions about this program. 

Recently, two staff members have left 
the City.  The City Council is in the 
process of hiring a new Administrative 
Clerk and City Administrator.  These 
two staff members will assist citizens 
with questions and provide the manage-

ment of our day-to-day operations.   

You should also be seeing a survey that 
we need your help with.  The City is 
working with VINE to study a county-
wide transit system.  The plan at this 
point is to provide daily bus service 
from cities like Madison Lake, Eagle 
Lake and Lake Crystal to Mankato and 
North Mankato.  We need everyone’s 
input to determine if this service would 
be used.

911—If you need to speak to an offi-
cer, you may call our office at 257-
3110.  The office is not staffed twenty 
four hours a day, so there may not al-
ways be an officer available.  If you 
need immediate assistance, please call 
911 right away. 

Dog Ordinance—All dog owners are 
required to have their dog licensed 
through the City.  Owners have ten 
days to purchase a license or a citation 
will be mailed.  If a dog is found run-
ning at large, it will be taken to the 
animal shelter in Mankato.  The owner 
will then be required to purchase a dog 
license and show proof of current vac-
cination.  Please be a responsible pet 
owner and license your dog.  When out 
walking your dog, please be sure to be 
prepared with supplies to clean up any 
dog droppings. 

 Property Inspections—Early this 
Fall, the Police Department will be 
inspecting properties that do not com-

ply with the Refuse Storage or Junk 
Motor Vehicle Ordinance.  This in-
cludes, but is not limited to garbage, 
swill, rubbish, waste and any vehicles 
that are not in running condition or 
currently licensed. Property owners 
will be given fourteen days to correct 
the matter or they will be issued a cita-
tion and have to appear in court.  
Please clean up your yards. 

Four Wheelers  - The City allows four 
wheels to be driven inside City limits, 
but they must stay on the right hand 
side of the road and may not be driven 
more than 10 mph.  Four wheelers may 
NOT be driven on private property or 
on City property and must follow all 
MN State Statutes.  These statutes can 
be found at 
www.revisor.leg.state.mn.us/statutes in 
section 84.92.  This section covers all 
ATV laws.  If you have any questions 
you can also contact our office. 

Snowmobiles—This is an early re-

minder of rules to be aware of.  Please 
pick up a pamphlet at the Police De-
partment or the City Office. 

Pedestrian Safety 

With Fall upon us, 
day light hours are 
becoming shorter.  
Please watch for pe-
destrians and bicy-
clers out before dawn 

and after dusk.  

Halloween Safety Tips 

Kids  Carry flashlight—Walk, Don’t 
Run—Stay on sidewalks.  If no side-
walk, walk on left side of road facing 
traffic—Make sure costumes don’t 
drag on ground—Avoid wearing 
masks—Wear clothing with reflective 
markings/tape—Eat dinner before go-
ing out—Parent should accompany 
young children.  Homeowners Make 
sure yard is clear of obstacles.  Keep 
pets safe so they do not escape. 

Smoke/Carbon Monoxide Detectors 

Daylight savings time will end on No-
vember 2, 2008.  With this time change, 
this is a good reminder for all homeown-
ers and renters to test your smoke alarms 
and carbon monoxide detectors.  Also, 
please remember to change their batter-
ies.  One of the leading causes of fire 
fatalities is smoke alarms that are not 
operating correctly. 
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Recreational Fires 

As a reminder, recreational fires are 
allowed within City limits.  The City 
Code defines a recreational fire as a 
fire that is three feet squared and a 
maximum of three feet in height 

(including flame).  
Please use com-
mon sense when 
having a recrea-
tional fire in terms 
of spacing from 

nearby structures.  In addition, an exte-
rior water source should be near the 
fire as well.  One final note, make sure 
the fire is completely extinguished 
before you leave the site. 

Join the Eagle Lake Volunteer Fire 
Department.  We have openings on 
the Fire Department and Day Time 
Rescue.  Being a firefighter is a great 
opportunity to learn new life skills as  

well as assisting people in their great-
est time of need.  In addition, through 
the Eagle Lake Fire Relief Association, 
firefighters are eligible for a $1,600 per 
year pension pro- 

gram.  Applications are available 
online at the City’s website, 
www.eaglelakemn.com or at the City 
Office (507) 257-3218.  Remember to 
test your smoke alarm and change 
their batteries twice a year.

Refuse/Recycling Guide 

Refuse and Recycling are collected 
every Thursday.  Place your limit of 
two 30-gallon bags at the curb by 7:00 
a.m.  There is no limit on the amount of 
recycling. 

Tags for extra garbage bags are avail-
able at Eagle Express. 

The only time that garbage and recy-
cling will not be collected on Thursday, 
is when a holiday falls on Thursday.  It 
will then be collected the following day, 
on Friday.
