It is important to mow frequently so leaf litter doesn’t build up.

® Mulching only works if you mow frequently, so don't wait too long.

® Ifyour lawn gets covered with many leaves, it will be difficult to fully
mulch them in with a mower.

Thick layers of leaves left on the lawn throughout fall and winter can be problematic, shading the turf and increasing the
likelihood of snow mold. The best way to know if you have too many leaves on your lawn is to take a few passes with your
mower and observe how well the mulching is working.

Leaves are a great source of nutrients for turf, but they can also be great mulch for your gardens. If you have leaves that
fall into garden beds under a tree or in your landscaping, leave them be. They help insulate plants from harsh winter
conditions, conserve moisture, and control weed growth. Those leaves also provide habitat for pollinators.

TREE IDENTIFICATION WALK

The City of Eagle Lake will be hosting a tree identification walk at Lake Eagle Park on

The walk will be led by our community forestry member, Luke, and will include a run-through of how to identify
common native and non-native trees in Minnesota. This walk is perfect for families, homeowners, plant lovers, or
anyone interested in trees! Additionally, this event will help identify ash trees and symptoms of emerald ash borer,
as well as go over some of the best replacement trees. There will be plenty of time to answer any questions you may
have about trees, tree diseases, or tree planting. We hope to see you on the 25th!

MANAGEMENT PRACTICES FOR ASH TREES

Emerald ash borer (EAB) infestations are difficult to identify in the early stages of the infestation.
EAB infestation areas grow via human-assisted movement and through natural dispersion. For
these reasons, when new EAB infestations are discovered, quarantines are enacted on a large scale

(county) with the assumption that the infestation is spread beyond what is observed. Blue Earth Affzﬁiﬁ'f
County is currently under a quarantine of ash trees. Best management practices should be followed in managing
ash trees in Blue Earth County, especially during the active period of May 1st-September 30th.

WEATHERIZATION TECHNIQUES

Air leaks can lead to drafty houses and poor air quality. Some are easy to spot, but even minuscule leaks can affect
the comfort of your home. You can hire a professional to assess your house for leaks, or you can try it yourself using
tips found here. Use caulk for sealing leaks on stationary areas of the house. Mobile doors and windows can be a
major source of air leakage, so try weatherstripping to seal up leaks on these components. If weatherstripping isn't
enough to seal air leaks on your doors and windows, look into upgrading to more energy efficient options.

Properly insulating your home is one of the most important steps in making your house energy efficient. Insulation
Insulation makes your house more resistant to temperature changes, saving you money on heating and m S : ;-
cooling costs.

Controlling moisture levels in your home is vital for energy efficiency, comfort, and preventing mold growth.
Most moisture control measures are easiest to put in place during construction, but there are still ways to
control moisture in existing homes. Air sealing and insulation will both help control moisture by limiting the
influx of water vapor and the rate of heat transfer. Your house’s paint can also help control moisture, but using
“vapor barrier” paints can help to further reduce moisture in your home.

Maintaining proper air flow in your home while minimizing energy loss can be a challenge, particularly during
extreme weather. If you have a whole-house ventilation system, you can look into upgrading yours to a more
efficient system. There are four basic whole-house ventilation systems; make sure you have the right one
for your needs. If you don’t have whole-house ventilation, supplement your natural ventilation with spot
ventilation using exhaust fans such as those in the kitchen and bathroom.

Heating and air conditioning systems work in conjunction with ventilation to maintain comfortable
temperatures in your home. Outdated or damaged heating and air conditioning systems are less efficient,
and can cause inflated energy bills. Call an HVAC professional to see if you could benefit from an upgraded
system, or look into the weatherization assistance program.

WATER TREATMENT IMPROVEMENTS

PROJECT FUNDING UPDATE

Despite a concerted effort by City officials to obtain state funding for a new water treatment project, the 2024
legislative session ended without a capital investment package. To say that City officials were disappointed
is an understatement. City officials will continue working to secure funding for this project to provide clean
drinking water to residents and address water quality issues, including high levels of manganese. We can’t
thank residents enough for stepping up when asked and calling and emailing legislators and signing the
petition. Your voices were heard in St. Paul and Eagle Lake's project gained attention from legislators. We will
again be asking for the community’s help during the upcoming 2025 session. In the meantime, City officials
are optimistic that on the federal side, Eagle Lake's Congressionally Directed Spending ask of $5 million will
continue moving forward through the process. We have heard from the offices of US Congressman Brad
Finstad and Senators Amy Klobuchar and Tina Smith that they are advancing Eagle Lake's request. Thank you
again, Eagle Lake community members, for all your efforts this past legislative session. We will continue being

persistent at both the state and federal levels until funding is secured.

EAGLE LAKE
PEDESTRIAN CONNECTIVITY PROJECT

The City of Eagle Lake was notified in April 2023 that its Transportation Alternatives (TA) project application
was selected for funding through the Minnesota Department of Transportation District 7 Area Transportation
Partnership 2027 solicitation. For purposes of providing background, a TA funding request was submitted in
January 2023. The TA program was awarded $475,982 in federal grant funds towards the construction cost of
the trail & sidewalk project. The total estimated construction cost is $917,978. Of this amount, the local share
is $441,996, which will be split 50:50 between the City of Eagle Lake and Blue Earth County. Additional grant
funding will be sought to help offset the local share. The project scope consists of installing a pedestrian
crosswalk with a push button activated Rapid Rectangular Flashing Beacon system at Thomas Drive and CSAH
27 (Agency Street), the new construction of a shared use path along the east side CSAH 27 (Agency Street)
from 211th Street to Thomas Drive, two sidewalk segments — one along the east side of CSAH 27 (Agency
Street) from Thomas Drive to Blace Avenue and one on the north side of 211th Street from Agency Street
(CSAH 27) to Maple Ln. Construction is tentatively slated for 2026.

PAVEMENT MANAGEMENT PLAN

The City of Eagle Lake has engaged Bolton and Menk this fall to complete a pavement management plan. The
purpose of the pavement management planistoidentify and prioritize street improvements and maintenance
by objectively cataloging pavement conditions so that resources are efficiently delegated towards pavement
preservation, resurfacing, and reconstruction. A comprehensive pavement management plan is an effective
tool that informs both the City's short-term maintenance program and longer-term capital improvement
planning and budgeting. Residents may have seen a vehicle driving around Eagle Lake on September 27 with

a camera mounted on the windshield driving around performing RoadBotics data collection.

m . N RoadBotics™ is an application service that uses artificial intelligence
— — R dB t to analyze roadway imagery by allowing clients to upload photos taken
w oa 0 Ics from a windshield mounted camera. The application references an

image library of high-resolution photos taken every 10 feet and provides
a comprehensive evaluation based on objective analysis. The program identifies precise locations of pavement
distress and severity while ranking each stretch of road using an easy-to-understand 5-Level Rating System for
Pavement Conditions. This rating system includes a map with both numerical and color-coded rankings to ensure

clear, concise, and accurate information is presented. This visual communication of roadway conditions helps
stakeholders prioritize maintenance and provide virtual roadway online inspections.

WHAT DOES THIS MEAN FOR ME?

Below is an illustration of the estimated City tax impact on a residential home valued at $300,000.

The local property tax rate is a function of the levy and total tax base. Taxable tax capacity is used to determine

Your share of the City levy is based on the taxable value of your property relative to the full value of all other
property in the City's taxing district.

WHAT IS A TRUTH-IN-TAXATION NOTICE?

Truth-in-Taxation notices are sent to all property owners each November, before local governments like Eagle
Lake finalize their budgets for the coming year. The purpose of the notice is to help you understand how
property taxes are determined and how you can get involved with local budgeting and taxation. The notice also
tells you when local officials will hold public meetings to discuss and finalize their budgets. These meetings are
an opportunity to voice your opinion about the proposed spending. You cannot appeal your property's market
value, classification, or proposed taxes at these meetings.

HOW DOES MY PROPERTY VALUE AFFECT TAXES?

The assessor determines the estimated market value (EMV) and classification of your property on January 2
each year. The EMV does not directly affect your property tax bill. Instead, the taxable market value is used
to calculate how much of the levy you will pay. Valuations can appreciate or depreciate. The time to appeal a
valuation is in April and taxpayers need to contact Blue Earth County directly as the City of Eagle Lake does not
determine property valuations.

WHAT IS A PROPERTY TAX STATEMENT?

Property tax statements are mailed to all property owners by March 31 of each year. The statement tells you how
much property tax you owe for the year. It provides an itemized list of all your local property taxes (city, county,
school district, etc.). It will also include any special assessments on your property. Your property’s value and

classification from the previous year are used to calculate the tax amount.
